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Scheme including appointment of Trustees and vesting in Official Custodian for Charities.

CHARITY COMMISSION,

In the matter of the Charity called Henley Grammar School Foundation, in the former Borough of Henley on Thames and the Parishes of Bix and Rotherfield Greys, in the County of Oxfordshire, and the parish of Remenham, in the Royal County of Berkshire, regulated by a Scheme made by the Secretary of State for Education and Science on the 10th November 1969; and In the matter of the Charities Act, 1960,

THE CHARITY COMMISSIONERS FOR ENGLAND AND WALES HEREBY ORDER that the following Scheme be approved and established as the Scheme for the regulation of the above-mentioned Charity

SCHEME
2. Administration of Charity. - The above-mentioned Charity and the property thereof specified in the schedule hereto and all other the property (if any) of the Charity shall be administered and managed subject to and in conformity with the provisions of this Scheme under the title of Henley Educational Charity by the body of Trustees hereinafter constituted.
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2. Vesting. - The land numbered 1 and the rentcharges specified in the said schedule are hereby vested in the Official Custodian for Charities for all the estate and interest therein belonging to or held in trust for the Charity.

3. Investment of cash. - Sums of cash at any time belonging to the Charity and not needed for immediate working purposes shall be invested in the name of the said Official Custodian unless the Charity Commissioners otherwise direct.

4. Area of benefit. - In this Scheme the expression "the area of benefit" shall mean the Town of Henley-on-Thames and the Parishes of Bix and Rotherfield Greys, in the County of Oxfordshire and the Parish of Remenham, in the Royal County of Berkshire.

TRUSTEES.

The body of Trustees shall consist when complete of eleven competent persons being

· Two Ex-officio Trustees, Three Nominative Trustees and Six Co-optative Trustees.

Ex-officio Trustees. – 
(1) The Ex-officio Trustees shall be

· The Rector of the Ecclesiastical Parish of St. Mary the Virgin, Henley-on-Thames, and

· The Town Mayor of Henley-on-Thames, both for the time being.

(2) During any period when there is no rector of the said ecclesiastical parish the priest in charge thereof by virtue of his office shall be a Trustee of the Charity: Provided that if at any time,the Church Commissioners make a pastoral scheme establishing a team ministry the rector in the team ministry so established shall be an Ex-officio Trustee of the Charity.

7. Nominative Trustees. - (1) The Nominative Trustees shall be appointed as follows: 
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· Two by the Henley-on-Thames Town Council, and 
· One by the Education Committee of the Oxfordshire County Council,

(2) Every Nominative Trustee appointed by the said Education Committee shall be appointed for a term of office ending on the date of the appointment of his successor (which may be made at any time after the day next following his appointment on which members of the respective County Council ordinarily retire.

(3) Except at first as hereinafter provided every other Nominative Trustee shall be appointed for a term of four years at a meeting convened and held according to the ordinary practice of the appointing body. The chairman of the meeting shall cause the name of each person appointed to be notified forthwith to the Trustees or their clerk.   The person appointed may be but need not be a member of the appointing body.

8« First Nominative Trustees. - The following persons shall be the first Nominative Trustees and subject to the provisions hereinafter contained for determination of trusteeship shall be entitled to hold office for the following periods respectively:

As appointees of the Henley-on-Thames Town Council -

· Vera Naomi Paul, O.B.E., of Overdale, Peppard Common, Henley-on-Thames, Retired School Teacher, for four years from the date of this Scheme;

· John Desmond James Howard, of 120 St. Andrews Road, Henley-on-Thames, University Administrator, for two years from the said date;

As appointee of the Education Committee of the Oxfordshire County Council -

· David Ian Walden, of Landfall, St. Andrews

· Road, Henley-on-Thames, Company Director, for a term of office ending on the date of the appointment of his successor.
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9• Co-optative Trustees. - The Co-optative Trustees shall be persons who through residence, occupation or employment, or otherwise have special knowledge of the area of benefit.

10. First Co-optative Trustees. - The following persons shall be the first Co-optative Trustees and subject to the provisions hereinafter contained for determination of trusteeship shall be entitled to hold office for the following periods respectively:

· Robert Henry Brackston, of Cherry Tree, 289 Greys Road, Henley-on-Thames, Bank Manager, 
· Joyce Margaret Day, of Birch Lawn, Greys Road, Henley-on-Thames, Married Woman, and Alfred James Corral1, of 210 Greys Road,Henley-on-Thames, Research Scientist, all for five years from the date of this Scheme; 
· Anthony Richard Austin, of 40 St. Marks Road, Henley-on-Thames, Veterinary Surgeon,

· Robin Jeremy Batchelor-Smith, of 32 St. Andrews Road, Henley-on-Thames, Publisher, and
· Patricia Dowager Viscountess Hambleden, / D.C.V.O., of The Hill House, Ewelme, in the County of Oxfordshire, all for three years from the said date.

11. Future Co-optative Trustees. - Every future Co-optative Trustee shall be appointed for a term of five years by a resolution of the Trustees passed at a special meeting of which not less than 21 days1 notice has been given and may be so appointed not more than one month before the term of an existing Co-optative Trustee expires with effect from the date of expiry but so that the latter shall not vote on the matter.

12. Declaration by Trustees♦ - No person shall be entitled to act as a Trustee whether on a first or on any subsequent entry into office until after signing in the minute book of the Trustees a declaration of acceptance and of willingness to act in the trusts

of this Scheme.
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13. Determination of trusteeship. - Any Nominative or Co-optative Trustee who is absent from all meetings of the Trustees during a period of one year and any Trustee who is adjudged bankrupt or makes a composition or arrangement with his creditors or who is incapacitated from acting or who communicates in writing to the Trustees a wish to resign shall cease thereupon to be a Trustee.

14• Vacancies. - Upon the occurrence of a vacancy the Trustees shall cause a note thereof to be entered in their minute book at their next meeting and in the case of a vacancy in the office of Nominative Trustee shall cause notice thereof to be given as soon as possible to the proper appointing body.   Any competent Trustee may be re-appointed.

MEETINGS AND PROCEEDINGS OF TRUSTEES.
15. Ordinary meetings. - The Trustees shall hold at least two ordinary meetings in each year.

16. First meeting. - The first meeting of the Trustees shall be summoned by Mary Clarke, of 6 Berkshire Road, Henley-on-Thames, Married Woman, or if she fails for three calendar months after the date of this Scheme to summon a meeting by any two of the Trustees.

17• Chairman. - The Trustees at their first ordinary meeting in each year shall elect one of their number to be chairman of their meetings until the commencement of the first ordinary meeting in the following year. The chairman shall always be eligible for re-election. If at any meeting the chairman is not present within ten minutes after the time appointed for holding the same or there is no chairman the Trustees present shall choose one of their number to be chairman of the meeting.

18. Special meetings. - A special meeting may be summoned at any time by the chairman or any two Trustees upon not less than four days1 notice being given to the other Trustees of the matters to be discussed, but if the matters include an appointment of a Co-optative Trustee then upon not less than 21 days1 notice being so given. A special meeting may be summoned to take place immediately after an ordinary meeting.
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19. Quorum. - There shall be a quorum when four Trustees are present at a meeting.

20. Voting. - Every matter shall be determined by the majority of votes of the Trustees present and voting on the question. In case of equality of votes the chairman of the meeting shall have a casting vote whether he has or has not voted previously on the same question but no Trustee in any other circumstances shall give more than one vote.

21. Minutes and accounts. - A minute book and books of account shall be provided and kept by the Trustees. Statements of account in relation to the Charity shall be prepared and transmitted to the Charity Commissioners in accordance with the provisions of the Charities Act, 1960, except if and in so far as the Charity is excepted by order or regulations.

22. General power to make regulations. - Within the limits prescribed by this Scheme the Trustees shall have full power from time to time to make regulations for the management of the Charity and for the conduct of their business including the summoning of meetings, the deposit of money at a proper bank and the custody of documents.

23. Clerk. - The Trustees may appoint as clerk one of their number without remuneration who shall be dismissible at their pleasure or some other fit person at such reasonable salary and upon such reasonable terms as to notice within the limits permitted by law and otherwise as they think fit.

MANAGEMENT OF LANDS.
24. Management and letting of lands. - The Trustees shall let and otherwise manage all the lands belonging to the Charity not required to be retained or occupied for the purposes thereof.   The Trustees shall not without the sanction of the Charity Commissioners or a competent court create any tenancy wholly or partly in consideration of a fine or for a term ending more than 22 years after it is granted or for less than the best rent obtainable.
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25. Leases. - The Trustees shall provide that on the grant by them of any lease the lessee shall execute a counterpart thereof.   Every lease shall contain covenants on the part of the lessee for the payment of rent and all other usual and proper covenants applicable to the property comprised therein and a proviso for re-entry on non-payment of the rent or non-performance of the covenants.

26. Repair and insurance. - The Trustees shall keep in repair and insure to the full value thereof against fire and other usual risks all the buildings of the Charity not required to be kept in repair and insured by the lessees or tenants thereof and shall suitably insure in respect of public liability and employer's liability.

APPLICATION OF INCOME.
27. Expenses of management. - The Trustees shall first defray out of the income of the Charity the cost of repairs and insurance and all other charges and outgoings payable in respect of the property of the Charity and all the proper costs, charges and expenses of and incidental

to the administration and management of the Charity.

28. Application of income. - (1) Subject to payment of the expenses aforesaid the Trustees shall apply the yearly income of the Charity in accordance with the following provisions of this clause.

(2) The Trustees shall apply not more than one third of the said yearly income at all or any of the county or voluntary schools or colleges for the time being serving the area of benefit including King James's College of Henley and the South Oxfordshire Technical College in one or both of the following ways:

(a) In the provision of religious instruction in accordance with the principles of the Church of England with the consent in each case of the Governors of the school or college concerned.
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(b) In the provision of such special benefits of any kind not normally provided by a local education authority as may be agreed in each case between the Trustees and the Governors of the school or college concerned.

(3) The Trustees shall apply not more than one third of the said yearly income in assisting children and persons under the age of 25 years who are in need of financial assistance, who are resident in the area of benefit or who are attending ,or have attended for not less than two years/t at any time, any of the said county or voluntary schools or colleges including King James's College of Henley and the South Oxfordshire Technical College and who are preparing for, entering upon or engaged in any profession, trade, occupation or service, by providing them with outfits or by paying fees, travelling or maintenance expenses, or by such other means for their advancement in life or to enable them to earn their living^-as the Trustees think fit.

(4) The Trustees shall apply the residue of the said yearly income in promoting in such ways as they think fit the education of children and persons under the age of

25 who are resident in the area of benefit or who are attending or have for not less than two years at any time attended any of the said county or voluntary schools or colleges including King James's College of Henley and the South Oxfordshire Technical College.

(5) The Trustees shall not apply the said yearly income or any part thereof in any manner inconsistent with the principles of the Church of England.

GENERAL PROVISIONS.
29. Appropriation of benefits. - The appropriation of the benefits of the Charity shall be made by the Trustees at meetings of their body and not separately by any individual Trustee or Trustees.

30. Trustees not to be personally interested. - No Trustee shall take or hold any interest in property belonging to the Charity otherwise than as a Trustee for the purposes thereof and no Trustee shall receive remuneration, or be interested in the supply of work or goods, at the cost of the Charity.
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31. Charity not to relieve public funds. - The Trustees shall not apply income of the Charity directly in relief

of rates, taxes or other public funds.

32. Questions under Scheme. - Any question as to the construction of this Scheme or as to the regularity or the validity of any acts done or about to be done under this Scheme shall be determined by the Charity Commissioners upon such application made to them for the purpose as they think sufficient.

3. Land with the building thereon known as 35 Market Place subject to and with the benefit of a lease for the term of 7 years from the 25th December 1973 at the yearly rent of £1,200.

A perpetual yearly rentcharge of £1 charged upon or issuing out of land with the building thereon known as 134 Reading Road, Hen1ey-on-Thames now in the possession or ownership of Mrs. J. Clarke.

A perpetual yearly rentcharge of £1.50 charged upon or issuing out of land with the building thereon known as 8 Boston Road, Henley-on-Thames now in the possession or ownership of R. A. J. Wilson.

A perpetual yearly rentcharge of £1.50 charged upon or issuing out of land with the building thereon known as 12 Boston Road, Henley-on-Thames now in the possession or ownership of G. van Zwanenberg.
